Scoters with some scattered White-winged Scoters, a number of Common Loons and Harlequin 

Ducks, Black Oystercatcher, Horned Grebe and Red-necked Grebes. Lake Terrell produced 

Willow Flycatcher, Pileated Woodpecker, Yellow Warbler and Wilson’s Warbler.
